Are You Busy? - Part 1

Lazy? Not me. I'm busy. Up early, up late. My

schedule is filled from beginning to end. | love what |

do and I love getting stuff done. | attack a daily to-do
list with the same intensity | play basketball. Me lazy?
| don'tthink so!

Or at least | didn't think so. That is, until | read about
the difference between busyness and fruitfulness, and
realized just how often my busyness was an
expression of laziness, notdiligence.

| forget now who first brought these points to my
attention. But the realization that | could be
simultaneously busy and lazy, that | could be a hectic
sluggard, that my busyness was no immunity from
laziness, became a life-altering and work-altering
insight. What | learned is that:

I Busynessdoes notmean | amdiligent

I Busyness does not mean | am faithful

I Busyness does not mean | am fruitful
Recognizing the sin of procrastination, and
broadening the definition to include busyness, has
made a significant alteration in my life. The sluggard
can be busy busy neglecting the most important work,
and busy knocking out a to-do list filled with tasks of
secondary importance.

When considering our schedules, we have endless
options. But there are a few clear priorities and
projects, derived from my God-assigned roles, that
should occupy the majority of my time during a given
week. And there are a thousand tasks of secondary
importance that tempt us to devote a disproportionate
amount of time to completing an endless to-do list.
And if we are lazy, we will neglect the important for
the urgent.

Our Savior understood priorities. Although his public
ministry was shorter than one presidential term,
within that time he completed all the works give to
him by the Father.

Sola Scriptura - Scripture Alone
Scripture is the sole infallible rule
of faith for the Church (thatis us).
It does not negate the authority o
the Church or of biblical
eldership (In Hebrews 13:17 wg
read that we are to submit tg
godly leaders). Nor does it refe
to Scripture in isolation or
interpreting the Bible in any way
we choose.

S ola scriptura -
scripture alone

ola fide -

Then Jesus came to them and said, "All authority in
heaven and on earth has been given to me.
Therefore go and make disciples of all nations,
baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the
Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to
obey everything | have commanded you. And surely
I am with you always, to the
very end of the age.”
(Matthew 28: 18 - 20)

Thirdly, | don't write because |
think it will gain me a reward in
heaven. | do it only when |
believe God is giving me
something which will be helpful
to other people and glorifying to

faith alone Him.

Much of what | write is either a
direct setting of Bible verses, or §
paraphrase which seeks to reta
the meaning and 'essence’ of t
original passage. Sometimes t
words are a 'synthesis' of morg
than one passage; normall
where the passages are present
together in our lectionary reading
for the week. Also, singing is an
excellent way to learn and
remember bible passages.

Sola Fide - Faith Alone
Sola fide means that we arg
justified (made right with God)
by faith, without any meritorious
work of our own. God did
everything in Christ when we
could do nothing, and now we ard
'saved' we can still add nothing to

our salvations. However, this is not faith in isolation, or

S ola gratia -
grace alone
S olus christus -
christ alone
S oli deo gloria -
the glory of

God Alone

Sola Gratia - Grace Alone
Reading scripture we also learn
that God's grace alone is both
necessary and sufficient for us.
Grace at the start, grace to the
end, grace in the middle, grace
without fail, grace without
mixture, grace without addition,
grace that allows no boasting,
grace that precludes all glorying
butinthe Lord.

For by grace you have been
saved through faith; and that
not of yourselves, itis the gift
of God; not as a result of

works, so that no one may
boast. (Ephesians 2:8 - 9)

But if it is by grace, it is no
longer on the basis of works, otherwise grace is no

a dead faith that produces no works. Sola Fide refersto a
vibrant, living faith, for only a living and not a dead faith
resultsinjustification:

longer grace. (Romans 11:6)

God's grace really gives us something to be thankful for
and to sing about (not that the many other attributes of
God are unworthy of our praise!). It makes our worship
personal. Without a personal, saving relationship with

Faith without works is dead, and a dead faith will
notsave anyone (James 2:17).

worship at all, and will bounce off the doors of heaven. |
could write a thousand theologically correct hymns and
sing them all a thousand times, but unless | am
worshiping 'in spirit and truth' God will accept none of
it!

Solus Christus - Christ Alone
Itis Christ alone who saves - not Christ plus someone or
something else:

Jesus said to him, "l am the way, and the truth, and
the life; no one comes to the Father but through
Me." (John 14:6)

“there is salvation in no one else; for there is no
other name under heaven that has been given among
men by which we must be saved." (Acts 4:11 - 12)

God requires us to live righteous lives (in total
obedience to His law) which we cannot do because we
sin and the punishment (price) for sinis death. We need a
savior, someone who can pay the price and take the
punishment on our behalf. Only Christ lived a sinless
life, so only Christ could die in our place.

God made Jesus who knew no sin to be sin on our
behalf, so that we might become the righteousness
of God in Christ. (2 Corinthians 5:21)

And here is something else worth singing about. Not
only did Christ take punishment for our sins on the
cross, but we can receive all the benefits of being
children of God and of Christ's resurrection, now and
into eternity:

And God raised us up with Christ and seated us
with him in the heavenly realms in Christ Jesus,

in order that in the coming ages he might show

the incomparable riches of his grace, expressed
in his kindness to us in Christ Jesus. (Ephesians
2:6-7)

Soli Deo Gloria - The Glory of God Alone
I will notyield my glory to another. (Isaiah 48:11).

Human merit and works play no part in a person's
salvation but are the fruit of a relationship with God,
established by God's grace alone (Ephesians 2:8 - 10).
Because we cannot save ourselves, God alone gets the
glory for our salvation. Read Ephesians 1 and 2 and you
will begin to get a sense of the gloriousness of what
Christdidfor us.

Bach understood this in his life and regularly wrote the
words Soli Deo Gloria at the end of his cantatas and
other works. Likewise, Handel wrote it at the end of his
score 'The Messiah', and when we sing it on December
21st,we willdoitfor His glory.

In my life and especially in what | write, | too want God
to be glorified. When | was younger, composing made
me proud, and | believe God put an end to that. | was
unable to write anything coherent for a number of years,
but after dealing with that frustration and realizing that
composing had become a source of pride, God began to
give back to me the ability to write. However, this time it
was more like writing down what | heard, rather than
deciding to write at my own initiative. | believe it is the
Holy Spirit working in and through me. Sometimes it is
almost a dictation exercise, but more often it is like
being given a half finished crossword or jigsaw puzzle
into which I have to fit the remaining pieces - using what
I have been given, both fragments and skills.

| am aware that some of the things | have written in this
article could be misconstrued as me saying that | have a
direct line to God and what | write is divinely delivered
for God's glory (and by extension should be gratefully
accepted by those who hear it). If | believed that, | would
be anarrogantfool.

The reality is very different. I'm very aware of my
shortcomings, spiritually and as a musician. | make
mistakes. | often struggle. | have to listen hard and | get
easily distractedThere is often a refining process.
Unless | am directly setting scripture, | always check the
lyrics with other staff to ensure that the words make
theological sense.

I normally only find myself writing if | cannot find
something else suitable. Sometimes | think | am writing
something great butthen | can'tgetvery far withit, from
which | conclude it is either me writing in my own
strength or simply the wrong time. | know that a lot of
music is for a specific time / event/ location, and | don't
believe that everything should be a number one hit: the
reality is that most music has a limited audience and
does not stand the test of time.

I'm sure that God uses me as a person, including my
cultural and musical background, training and
prejudices. | know that not everyone will like some or
even any of what | write. | want to bless, encourage and
even challenge those who hear what | write, but in the
end, SoliDeo Gloria!

DEVOTIONAL

Luther, Bunyan, Bible and Pain - Psalm 119:71

From 1660 to 1672, John Bunyan, the English Baptist
preacher, and author of Pilgrim's Progress, was in the
Bedford county jail. He could have been released if he
had agreed not to preach. He did not know which was
worse - the pain of the conditions or the torment of freely
choosing it, in view of what it cost his wife and four
children. His daughter, Mary, was blind. She was 10
when he was putinjailin 1660.

“The parting with my Wife and poor children hath often
been to me in this place as the pulling of the Flesh from
my bones . . . not only because | am somewhat too fond
of these great Mercies, but also because | . . . often
brought to my mind the many hardships, miseries and
wants that my poor Family was like to meet with should

| be taken from them, especially my poor blind child,
who lay nearer my heart than all | had besides; Oh the
thoughts of the hardship | thought my Blind one might
go under, would break my heart to pieces.” (Grace
Abounding to the Chief of Sinners, Evangelical Press,
1978, p.123)

But this broken Bunyan was seeing treasures in the
Word of God because of this suffering that he would

probably not have seen any other way. He was
discovering the meaning of Psalm 119:71, "Itis good for

me that | was afflicted, that | may learn Your statutes.”

“I never had in all my life so great an inlet into the Word
of God as now [in prison]. The Scriptures that | saw
nothing in before are made in this place to shine upon
me. Jesus Christ also was never more real and apparent
than now. Here | have seen him and felt him indeed. . . . |
have seen [such things] here that | am persuaded | shall
never while in this world be able to express. . . . Being
very tender of me, [God] hath not suffered me to be
molested, but would with one scripture and another
strengthen me against all; insomuch that | have often
said, were it lawful | could pray for greater trouble for
the greater comfort's sake.” (Grace Abounding to the
Chiefof Sinners, Evangelical Press, 1978, p. 123)

In other words, one of God's gifts to us in suffering is
that we are granted to see and experience depths of his
Word that a life of ease would neveryield.

Martin Luther had discovered the same "method" of
seeing God in his Word. He said there are three rules for
understanding Scripture: praying, meditating and
suffering trials. The "trials,” he said, are supremely
valuable: they "teach you not only to know and

understand but also to experience how right, how true,
how sweet, how lovely, how mighty, how comforting
God's word is: it is wisdom supreme.” Therefore the
devil himself becomes the unwitting teacher of God's
word: "the devil will afflict you [and] will make a real
doctor of you, and will teach you by his temptations to
seek and to love God's Word. For | myself . . . owe my
papists many thanks for so beating, pressing, and
frightening me through the devil's raging that they have
turned me into a fairly good theologian, driving me to a
goal | should never have reached" (What Luther Says,
\ol. 3, Concordia Publishing House, 1959, p. 1360).

| testify from my small experience that this is true.
Disappointment, loss, sickness and fear send me deeper
into God and his Word than ever. Clouds of trifling are
blown away and the glory of unseen things shines in the
heart's eye. Let Bunyan and Luther encourage us to lean
on God's Word as never before in times of affliction. |
know that there are seasons when we cannot think or
read, the pain is so great. But God grants spaces of some
relief between these terrible times. Turn your gaze on
the Word and prove the truth of Psalm 119:71, "Itis good
for me that | was afflicted, that | may learn Your
statutes.”

number of people from disease, raise a limited number
of bodies from the dead, and preach a limited number of
sermons. As Jesus stared into the cup of God's wrath, he
looked back on his life work as complete because he
understood the calling of the Father. He was not called
to heal everyone, raise everyone, preach copious
sermons, or write volumes of books.

While we must always be extra careful when comparing
our responsibilities with Christ's messianic priorities, in
the incarnation he entered into the limitations of human
life on this earth.

So join me over the next few months as we discover the
root and nature of laziness, so that we might devote
ourselvesto biblical priorities and join our Savior in one
day praying to the Father “I glorified you on earth,
having accomplished the work that you gave me to do”
(John17:4,ESV)
