to music Bible texts assembled by Charles

Jennens (1700-73), a long time admirer of Handel
and a devout Christian. It was composed in 1741
and first performed Dublin, 1742. Despite it’s
deeply religious text, brilliant musical drama, and
dedication to God (Handel signed the last page of
the score, adding ‘SDG’short for
- For the Glory of God Alone) with good reason
he feared that it would considered profane, so
instead of performing it in a cathedral, he
premiered it in a theater. From that point it almost
took on a life of it’s own, gaining huge and
enduring popularity.

There are many stories linked with ,
some more probable than others. There are
reports that Handel claimed he saw heaven open
to him as he wrote the chorus ‘Hallelujah’ and
another, that King George (for whom this parish
was named 20 years earlier)was so moved by
‘Hallelujah’ that he rose to his feet during the first
performance, still a tradition amongst audiences.
